Ã An empirical article will describe original research, 

provide results from experiment or observation, not 

only theory, and are written for those with similar 

expertise. Other terms: scholarly, peer reviewed, 

refereed, research.

Ã An applied articleis usually intended for a 

practitioner audience, will explain or summarize 

existing or future research and often provides 

applications. Other terms: scholarly, management-

oriented.

ÄCheck CLUES to see if the library subscribes to the 

journal/newspaper/magazine where your article 

appears

Ã When you donôt have a citation

ÄFind an appropriate index/abstract, i.e. youõll want to 

use a database.
